GETTING TO RRC 
 

2000 Willies Ranch Road, Princeton, BC – (250) 870-9030 
 

RockRidge Canyon is located off Highway #3 near Princeton, BC. 
 

Follow the turn off signs to the Princeton Golf Club which is about 
2.5 Km east of Princeton on Hwy #3. (Darcy Mountain Road) 
 

Continue on this road which becomes Willies Ranch Road. You 
will see a sign on the right indicating that RRC is another 9 km. 
 

Watch for, and pass under, a large YL RockRidge Canyon entry 
sign, cross a cattle guard and you are now on the RRC property. 
 

Once on the site please obey all posted directional signage, speed 
limits, and out of bound areas. Proceed about 2 km to the Guest 
parking lot and check in at the Property Admin Office 

 

NOTE: Cell phone reception is limited at RRC. 
 
 

REGISTRATION 
 

The registration fee is $175. Includes TWO nights accommodations 
(Friday and Saturday) plus FIVE meals - Saturday breakfast through
